The museum’s rich private collection of
20,000 pieces brings together
archaeological relics dating from the 6th
millennium BC, Islamic artifacts, awe-
inspiring Iznik tiles, as well as exquisite
women’s textiles, garments, and
embroidery from the Ottoman era.

Designed by the world-renowned British
architectural office of Grimshaw as a new
cultural magnet for Istanbul residents, the
new museum complex will merge properly
climatized 21st-century exhibition galleries
with the brick facade of a 19th-century
factory building that envelops them.
